Parklife ‘Quick Facts’*
· 111 trees to be felled for scheme. ‘2 for 1’ replanting proposed for up to 2.6 miles away at Progress Road and Royal Artillery Way.

· The East Saxon king’s burial site which is on record as being ‘one of the most spectacular archaeological discoveries of the last hundred years’ (Museum of London), will be buried beneath a 10ft high embankment to enable road vehicles to cross the London Liverpool Street railway line.

· The 870 metre long road widening will require the hard surfacing of 3000m2 of public open space, including both the burial site and also 800m2 to the north of Priory Park for a footpath/cycleway and utilities.

· Nearly 20,000 signatories completed petitions against the road proposals, by the local authority's public consultation deadline of 31st January 2002. Of those responding to the official Winter 2001 Civic News survey, only 16 people were in favour of the proposals from a distribution area covering all Southend households.

· A Southend Evening Echo newspaper online poll in July/August 2006 showed 69% of the 345 people responding were against the scheme. 

· Earlier in the campaign, a high street survey of local people by campaigners showed that 97.5% of the 420 people polled agreed that, 'Priory Park and its surroundings are preserved in their entirety, and are never subjected to any loss or degradation from road building or development.'

· Maximum projected journey time reduction is three minutes when travelling westbound between Sutton Road and The Bell junctions at morning peak. This analysis takes no account of the subsequent junctions and traffic flow west of the scheme to the town boundary.

· Latest projected cost of £25m for scheme implementation (not including further overruns and Camp Bling eviction), as per East of England Regional Partnership Group figure. Originally agreed at £3.5m in December 2000 with central Government.
